
 

NOTICE OF INTENT TO ADOPT A MITIGATED NEGATIVE 
DECLARATION

SUBJECT: Coast Highway Bridge Replacement Project  
 
LEAD AGENCY: City of Oceanside, 300 N. Coast Highway, Oceanside, CA 92054 
 
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the City of Oceanside has prepared and intends to adopt a 
Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) for the above-noted project, in accordance with Section 
15072 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).  The MND establishes that although 
the proposed project could have a significant effect on the environment, there will not be a 
significant effect in this case because required mitigation measures will address potential project 
effects.  The City’s decision to prepare a MND should not be construed as a recommendation of 
either approval or denial of this project.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  The proposed project involves the replacement and demolition of the 
existing structurally deficient Coast Highway Bridge (Bridge No. 57C0322) over the San Luis Rey 
River with a new concrete bridge.  The new bridge would meet current applicable City, American 
Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials, Federal Highway Administration, and 
Caltrans design standards.  The new bridge would be located immediately west of the current 
bridge alignment.  The proposed project is located on Coast Highway approximately 0.3 miles 
south of Harbor Drive, immediately west of and parallel to Interstate 5 in the City of Oceanside.    
 
PUBLIC REVIEW PERIOD: The public review period is from October 7, 2024 to November 5, 
2024.
